CHRISTMAS CONCERT 2023 UPDATE
A poster for the Christmas concert had been sent out to all committee members for approval, 3 had approved, 1 had not replied, so the majority agreed to use this poster.   The numbered tickets and the evening’s programme would be of a similar design. The concert and ticket distribution were discussed.  The two groups of performers would provide a write up for the programme and there would be an introduction from the Chair.   Flowers/gifts for the Accompanists and the Musical Directors were discussed.  An opening and closing brief speech would be needed to be given by the Chair.  A suggestion had been made by Councillor Davies to include the children’s choir of Tynyrheol Primary School in the concert.
Resolved:   Due to the next Ordinary Council meeting being held late in the month on 20th November, some decisions had to be made before that date.  It was therefore unanimously agreed that:

· The Clerk would put an equal number of tickets in an envelope for each Councillor to distribute to the public on request, on a first come first served basis.   These would be given out at the November meeting.

· The posters for the concert would be put up in the noticeboards on 20th November and copies would be given out at the meeting on 20th November to all councillors to display in local shops, businesses etc.

· The Clerk would write an introduction from the Chair for the programme.   The Chair and Chair of Events Committee would ok it as it needs to be designed and printed prior to the 20th November meeting.

· The Clerk was asked to purchase flowers/gifts for the Accompanists and Musical Directors and deliver to the RP Centre on the day of the concert.
· That no school choirs would be included at this late date and that consideration would be given later to holding a school choir concert.  
· To invite the Mayor and Consort of Bridgend County to the concert.

LIGHT WALK EVENT – SUNDAY 17th DECEMBER 2023
A request had been received from Awen Cultural Trust to use Parc Calon Lan for a Christmas event.   The event would be a willow light walk with workshops for public and schools in the park making light up decorations for the trees.  

The event is planned for Sunday 17th December 2023 from 4.00 pm to 8.00 pm.  Awen staff will festoon lighting around the paths for safety and have some light effects on the trees.   Willow puppets will be on display and temporary decorations made by the children will be on the trees.  It is hoped that some large puppets will be on site to create a spectacle.  There will be a small musical performance for people to gather in the park and then return to Blaengarw Workmen’s Hall for a sing-along and some hot chocolate in the main hall.

They’ve provided the Clerk with a Risk Assessment and a copy of their Public Liability insurance.    The Clerk has provisionally asked the Warden to be on site during the event and he’s agreed, this would also allow the toilet to be available during the event.
Resolved:  It was agreed to recommend to full council that approval is given for use of the park during this event.
